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Marxian Economics Award
Appraisal Charter

Chapter I  General Provisions

Article 1. “Marxian Economics Award”, founded by the World Association for Political Economy (WAPE), is intended to promote the prosperity and development of the research of Marxist economics around the world by granting the award to economists of different countries in the world who have made important innovations in the research of theories, methodology and application of Marxist economics.
Article 2. This Appraisal Charter is especially made to ensure the objectivity and justice of “Marxian Economics Award”.

Article 3. The evaluation process of “Marxian Economics Award” will observe the principle of fairness, openness and justice, strictly abide by the regulations of the Appraisal Charter and keep the evaluation independent of intervention from any organization or individual against the Appraisal Charter.

Article 4. The WAPE Secretariat is in charge of organizing the application, evaluation and presentation of the award as well as other relevant procedures.

Chapter II  The Award and Evaluation Criteria 
Article 5. The Award

“Marxian Economics Award” is an annual award that is supposed to be evaluated and granted annually starting from the year of 2011.

Article 6. Recipients of the Award

“Marxian Economics Award” is intended to award economists of different countries in the world who have made important innovations in the research of theories, methodology and application of Marxist economics.

Article 7. Forms of the Award

Trophy and certificate of honors

Article 8. Number of the Awards

Not more than two economists are to be awarded annually.

Article 9. The Evaluation Criteria

“Marxian Economics Award” is to award economists who have made important innovations in theoretical research of Marxist economics, have made important improvements in the methodology of Marxist economics, and have made great contributions to the theoretical application.
Chapter III  Appraisal Committee

Article 10. The WAPE Secretariat organizes the establishment of the appraisal committee of “Marxian Economics Award”.

Article 11. Qualifications of the appraisal committee members

1. Professors who have long been engaged in the research of Marxist economic theories, methodology and application, and

2. Who take the lead and are well known in their specific research fields in the world.

Article 12. Appraisal committee members are nominated by the chairman of WAPE and approved of by the chair people of WAPE in the form of meeting or correspondence. The standard term for appraisal committee members is three years in length.

Article 13. With the authorization of the appraisal committee, the WAPE Secretariat takes the following responsibilities in the process of evaluation:

1. Organizing activities including application and recommendation of academic achievements, investigation and verification of their qualifications, preliminary evaluation by appraisal committee, final evaluation by the Council of WAPE and the presentation of the awards.

2. Dealing with all kinds of relevant inquiries and complaints.

Chapter IV  Application and Recommendation
Article 14. Applicants can apply for the Award themselves or be recommended by others.

Article 15. Applications or recommendations of this year will be dealt with by the WAPE Secretariat from the very date of the announcement of the Appraisal Charter.

Article 16. Applications begin from the closing date of the current WAPE annual meeting and end two months before the opening date of next WAPE annual meeting.

Article 17. Applicants or people recommended are supposed to fill in application forms for WAPE membership and “Marxian Economics Award”, both of which can be downloaded from www.wapeweb.org and mail them to the WAPE Secretariat with one original copy of their achievements. Chapter V  Evaluation Process

Article 18. Verification of the candidate qualifications

1. Application forms and relevant academic achievements submitted by the applicants will be first verified by the WAPE Secretariat based on the Evaluation Criteria.

2. Application forms and academic achievements of qualified applicants will be then submitted by the WAPE Secretariat to the appraisal committee for preliminary evaluation.

Article 19. Preliminary evaluation by the appraisal committee

1. Appraisal committee members should carefully examine the application materials of the qualified candidates and make full comparison of their academic contributions based on the principle of objectiveness and fairness. 

2. Appraisal committee members will evaluate all the academic achievements of qualified candidates based on the Evaluation Criteria and make decisions by voting.
3. Candidates with the top 2 votes should be shortlisted candidates.
Article 20. Final evaluation by the Council of WAPE

1. The Council of WAPE will make final evaluation on the academic achievements of shortlisted candidates by voting via meeting or correspondence. Only those who get half the number of the votes by attending council members can be confirmed as final award winners.

2. Final award winners are requested to attend the granting ceremony of “Marxian Economics Award” which will be held at the opening ceremony of the current WAPE forum and make a keynote speech. In case the final award winners can not attend the ceremony due to special conditions, by obtaining the consent of the Appraisal committee in advance, the winners can entrust others to attend the granting ceremony and make the keynote speech.

Chapter VI  Award Presentation

Article 21. The WAPE Secretariat will announce the result of the final evaluation and expound the awarding reasons.

Chapter VII  Supplementary Article 

Article 22. This Appraisal Charter will be implemented from 2010 and subject to revision afterwards.
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
